28 round-the-clock ATMs and 10 kiosks will
be installed in the bank building, "Banking Service
Centers", areas frequented by customers and
shopping malls, to make all kinds of utility, tax and
other payments, withdraw money from cards in
cash and opportunities for withdrawal,
replenishment of card accounts with cash,
conversion of foreign currency into soums.

As of January 1 this year, there are 32 banks
operating in the country, including 858 regional
branches and affiliates of banks, as well as 475
mini-banks, 725 banking service centers and 1907

The banking and credit system of the
Republic plays the most important role in the
implementation of measures for institutional,
structural, technological transformation of the
economy and further deepening of economic
reforms. In this regard, the priority given by banks
to lending to existing sectors and industries is to
strengthen the economic potential of the country
and provide important socio-economic results.

In turn, credit operations are one of the most
important and priority areas of banking, ensuring
stability and profitability.

In accordance with the credit policy, the bank
will establish new modern productions, develop
import-substituting and export-oriented
production, technical and technological renewal,
transport and construction, job creation,
comprehensive support of small business and
private entrepreneurship and its Special attention
was paid to the allocation of mortgages, consumer
and other loans in order to provide further
incentives, socio-economic support to the
population and improve their living conditions.

by 1,687 compared to 2019. In addition, the
number of "co-branded" cards amounted to 678
and "co-branding" - 503, compared to 2019, the
number of "co-branded" cards increased by 220

and "co-branding" - by 230.
The advantages of Kobeidj cards are that the

card in the national currency can be used in the
country and abroad, and there isno need to convert
the national currency into foreign currency when
traveling abroad. This type of card is linked to a
single account in the national currency (soum),
which allows its holder to make payments for goods
and services abroad in exchange for the automatic

conversion of soumsinto US dollars.
The Bank, in cooperation with large shopping

malls, offers Cobranding cards on the basis of a co-
branding project. In this case, the customer can pay
for products purchased at partner trading
companies with trading terminals using these
cards, and will be able to return only the value of the
goods received, without any advance payments

and surcharges.
The bank also offers UnionPay International

Classic and Exchange payment cards operating in
the UnionPay International system in order to

further develop retail banking services.
Today, bank plastic cards are becoming not

only a convenient tool for customers to make
payments, but also a tool that allows them to use
additional services and services, as well as receive
information about transactions with plastic cardsin
